Course Summary – FAW ‘C’ Youth Certificate
· The course is designed for coaches working with youth players focusing on the individual development of players aged 5 – 21 within a technical, tactical, physical, mental, and a social context. Coaches will be expected to deliver practical elements on course, however there is no formal assessment at the end of the course. Coaches must hold a valid Football Leaders award, First Aid qualification and also a child welfare award to apply for the course. 
Course Summary – FAW ‘C’ Senior Certificate 
· The course is designed for coaches working with senior players focusing on the individual development within a technical, tactical, physical, mental and a social context. Coaches will be expected to deliver practical elements on course, however there is no formal assessment at the end of the course. Coaches must hold a valid First Aid qualification to apply for the course or undertake this qualification before certification.
Course Summary – FAW ‘B’ Youth Licence

· The course is designed for coaches working with youth players focusing on the individual and unit development of players aged 5 – 21 within a technical, tactical, physical, mental and a social context. Coaches will be expected to deliver practical elements on course and pass a formal assessment at the end of the course. Coaches must hold a valid FAW C Youth Certificate and a valid First Aid qualification to apply for this course
Course Summary – FAW ‘B’ Senior Licence

· The course is designed for coaches working with senior players focusing on the development of the individual and unit within a technical, tactical, physical, mental and a social context. Coaches will be expected to deliver practical elements on course and pass a formal assessment at the end of the course.  Coaches must hold a valid FAW C Senior Certificate to apply for the course. A   First Aid qualification must be held or obtained prior to certification.

FAQs

Each coaching pathway has been specifically designed to help coaches working within a particular field. If you work within the youth sector you should pick the Youth Licence pathway or if you work with senior players you should access the senior pathway.

What are the Pre Requisites to apply for the FAW ‘C’ Youth Certificate?
Coaches must hold a valid Football Leaders Award, a recognised First Aid qualification and a Child Welfare Certificate.

What are the Pre Requisites to apply for the FAW ‘C’ Senior Certificate?

Coaches must hold a recognised First Aid qualification or have attended a recognised course upon completion of the FAW ‘C’ Senior Certificate.

Can I change pathways?

You can change pathways, however you must complete and access specific modules of the pathway you wish to transfer to. Some examples are set out below:-
I have completed the FAW ‘C’ Youth Certificate but now want to access the Senior Pathway. How do I convert my award?– Candidates will be required to attend and complete the Physical Development Modules of the FAW ‘C’ Senior Certificate before accessing the FAW ‘B’ Senior Licence.

I have completed the FAW ‘B’ Youth Licence but now want to convert it to an FAW ‘B’ Senior Licence. How do I convert? – Candidates will be required to attend and complete the Physical Development Modules of the FAW ‘C’ Senior Certificate and FAW ‘B’ Senior Licence

I have completed the FAW ‘B’ Youth Licence but now want to access the FAW ‘A’’ Senior Licence. How do I convert? – Candidates will be required to attend and complete the Physical Development Modules of the FAW ‘C’ Senior Certificate and FAW ‘B’ Senior Licence before accessing the FAW ‘A’ Senior Licence.
Modules Fee - £100.00
I have completed the FAW ‘A’ Youth Licence but now want to access the FAW ‘A’’ Senior Licence. How do I convert? – Candidates will be required to attend and complete the Physical Development Modules of the FAW ‘C’ Senior Certificate and FAW ‘B’ Senior Licence before accessing the FAW ‘A’ Senior Licence.

Modules Fee - £100.00
I have completed the FAW ‘C’ Senior Certificate but now want to access the Youth Pathway. How do I convert my award?– Candidates will be required to attend and complete the Physical Development Module of the FAW ‘C’ Youth Certificate before accessing the FAW ‘B’ Youth Licence.

Modules Fee - £50.00
I have completed the FAW ‘B’ Senior Licence but now want to convert it to an FAW ‘B’ Youth Licence. How do I convert? – Candidates will be required to attend and complete the Physical Development Modules of the FAW ‘C’ Youth Certificate and FAW ‘B’ Youth Licence 

Modules Fee - £100.00
I have completed the FAW ‘B’ Senior Licence but now want to access the FAW ‘A’ Youth Licence. How do I convert? – Candidates will be required to attend and complete the Physical Development Modules of the FAW ‘C’ Youth Certificate and FAW ‘B’ Youth Licence before accessing the FAW ‘A’ Youth Licence.

Modules Fee - £100.00

I have completed the FAW ‘A’ Senior Licence but now want to access the FAW ‘A’ Youth Licence. How do I convert? – Candidates will be required to attend and complete the Physical Development Modules of the FAW ‘C’ Youth Certificate and FAW ‘B’ Youth Licence before accessing the FAW ‘A’ Youth Licence.
Modules Fee - £100.00
Where do I stand if I currently hold a Valid FAW ‘C’ Certificate or are currently undertaking the course in and prior to 2009.
If you currently hold a valid FAW ‘C’ Certificate and want to progress further, you can opt to access either pathway and continue with the FAW ‘B’ Senior or Youth Licence.
Where do I stand if I currently hold a Valid FAW ‘B’ Licence or are currently undertaking the course in and prior to 2009.
If you currently hold a valid FAW ‘B’ Licence and want to progress further, you can opt to access either pathway and continue with the FAW ‘A’ Senior or Youth Licence.
Where do I stand if I currently hold a Valid FAW ‘A’ Licence?

      This will automatically become the FAW ‘A’ Senior Licence.

If you currently hold a valid FAW ‘A’ Licence and want to attain the FAW ‘A’ Youth Licence then you must attend and complete the Physical Development Modules of the FAW ‘C’ Youth Certificate and FAW ‘B’ Youth Licence before accessing the FAW ‘A’ Youth Licence.

Revalidation 
Candidates are expected to keep their qualification current and it is their responsibility to access the relevant courses, all dates are advertised on www.welshfootballtrust.org.uk
How do I revalidate my FAW ‘C’ Certificate?
You can revalidate in any of the following ways:-

· attend FAW ‘B’ Licence Course subject to acceptance by the Trust’s Admissions Panel 

· attend a minimum of 2 Regional Conferences during the 3 seasons the qualification is valid for

· Attend a minimum of 1 National Conference during the 3 seasons the qualification is valid for

What if I attend the FAW ‘B’ Licence but fail the course?

Your existing FAW ‘C’ Certificate will be revalidated for 3 seasons.
How do I revalidate my FAW ‘B’ Licence?

You can revalidate in any of the following ways:-

· attend FAW / UEFA ‘A’ Licence Course subject to acceptance by the Trust’s Admissions Panel

· Attend a minimum of 1 National Conference during the 3 seasons the qualification is valid for

What if I attend the FAW / Uefa ‘A’ Licence but fail the course?

Your existing FAW ‘B’ Licence will be revalidated for 3 seasons.

How do I revalidate my FAW / Uefa ‘A’ Licence ?

You can revalidate in any of the following ways:-

· Attend FAW / UEFA Professional Diploma Course subject to invitation to take the Professional Licence

· Attend a minimum of 1 National Conference during the 3 seasons the qualification is valid for.
What if I have an Award from another country?
We are unable to revalidate awards from other countries. Similarly awards from other countries will not revalidate FAW awards.
What Happens if I do not revalidate my award?

Your licence will become invalid and your licence will be classed as inactive.
To reactivate your award, you will be required to complete 15 hours of additional training for every 3 seasons missed. 
What is the validity period of the qualifications?
All qualifications will be valid for 3 seasons commencing from 1st September of the year that you complete the course.
· Finish & Pass the course in May 2010, certificate is valid until August 31st 2013
· Finish & Pass the course in October 2010, certificate is valid until August 31st 2013.
